D McCarthy: To ask Kerry County Council to write to the HSE for an
update on the opening up of the rest of the beds in Kenmare hospital.

6. ClIr. J F Flynn: That this Municipal District meet with Kerry University
Hospital to try and rectify the huge problem of ambulances not been able to
find houses when called out to emergencies.

7. Clir J Healy-Rae: That Kerry County Council would write to the Minister to
make sure we maintain a bus services in West Kerry. The difference between
cutting a bus service in Kerry and in Dublin is there are no dart or Luas
service in Kerry.
