N Moriarty: That we write again to the Minister for Health and the
head of the HSE in relation to the need for improved Home Help Hours in the
County.

11. ClIr. N. Moriarty: To ask for the reinstatement of Orthodontic
appointments in Kerry. Recently all referrals are for St Finbarr’s in Cork and
this adds to the expense and inconvenience on parents in terms of travel out
of the county.
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12. Clir. D. Quigg: That this council write to the Minister for Transport in
relation to cars that are costing huge amounts of money to insure and in some
cases where a car is 10 or more years old they will not be considered for
insurance at all, this is wrong and it is having an adverse effect on small car
sales businesses and first time drivers.

13. ClIr. D. Quigg: Is Killorglin town being considered for the new CCTV
rollout and when will consultation take place in relation to this?

14. ClIr. J. F. Flynn: That we write to the HSE to provide the equipment and
expertise to Kerry University Hospital to carry out operations for people with
cataracts. This is a massive issue that's going to get a lot worse and affect
more and more people.

15. ClIr. J. F. Flynn: That Kerry County Council write to the Minister for Health
and the HSE to highlight the serious issue of young teenagers on waiting list to
be assessed for depression.

17. Clir. J. F. Flynn : When will this council start employing new staff. We
have council workers retiring without being replaced. It will be impossible going
forward to run the day to day repair work unless we start employing new staff.
