Tier 1 Construction and Demolition Projects
1. Introduction :

Detailed information on the preparation of a Resource and Waste Management Plan is available in the EPA document “Best Practice Guidelines for the Preparation of Resource and Waste Management Plans for Construction & Demolition Projects” (EPA, 2021).
The following template may be used for Tier 1 development projects, which are defined as follows :
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Developments above these thresholds are classed as Tier-2 projects




As outlined above, developments above the specified thresholds are classed as Tier 2 project and reference should be made to the EPA Best Practice Guidelines for details on the preparation of plan for such projects.

2. General Guidelines for Preparation of Resource and Waste Management Plans (RWMP):
As outlined above, detailed information on the preparation of a Resource and Waste Management Plan is available in the EPA Best Practice Guideline and this should be consulted prior to preparing any such plan.

However, the following general information is particularly relevant –

The plan must be submitted to Kerry County Council’s Planning Department prior to submission of the Commencement Notice or 7-Day Notice for the development.

The RWMP must comply with the EPA Best Practice Guidelines and must provide an overall framework for the management of all waste arising on site. The RWMP must also take account of the waste hierarchy.
The RWMP must provide details of the size, scale and nature of the development project along with a comprehensive list of the various waste streams arising on-site and estimated quantities of each. The List of Waste (LoW) code for each waste type should also be included. A sample list of LoW codes is provided in Appendix 1 of this document, however, full details are available from the EPA website.(www.epa.ie).

The RWMP must include a site layout map indicating where waste is to be temporarily stored prior to disposal / recovery.  For example, where spoil, clay etc. is being stockpiled on-site pending removal it should be stored in a location that will not result in silt being washed into surface waters or onto public roads or drains.

For projects involving demolition works a method statement should be included with the RWMP outlining the methods that will be used to ensure that demolition activities are carried out in an environmentally appropriate manner and to ensure that all waste streams are cleanly separated.  Please note that the demolition of a building without firstly stripping out all roofing, timber, insulation, wiring, partitions, fixtures etc is not acceptable
In addition, the development site may need to be surveyed by a competent person to determine if any hazardous materials are present, such as asbestos containing materials, PCB’s, soil contamination etc.  Any hazardous wastes identified must be appropriately managed and removed for disposal by a specialist waste contractor, holding the necessary waste collection authorisations. 
The plan must also provide details of the methods that will be used during the development works to ensure the appropriate separation of and subsequent segregated storage of potentially recyclable materials pending removal off-site (e.g. timber, paper & cardboard, metals, glass, plastic film, concrete, soil / rubble / stone, other recyclable waste.)

Waste (including inert waste) which is removed off-site should be transported by an appropriately authorised collector holding a valid Waste Collection Permit for the transportation of the waste(s) in question.  Details of all waste collection permits are available from the National Waste Collection Permit Office (www.nwcpo.ie)
In addition, any waste removed off-site must be brought to an appropriate waste facility holding a valid waste authorisation such as a Certificate of Registration, Waste Facility Permit or Waste Licence issued by the EPA.
